The paper must be étretched TIGHTLY so that
it will lie perfectly flat upon its base. If the
paper 1s wrinkled or loose, the face of the slug
will become rounded.

The abrasive paper 1s inexpensive and should
be frequently renewed. Less effort will be re-
quired and better results obtained with new

papet. | .
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1. Grasp the shank of the slug between the thumb andﬁu-.,x

forefinger of each hand at the ends of the face or
head of the slug and not at the ends of the shank.
This 1s particularly important where there are onlw_
a few characters on one end of the slug. The correct
holding position for such a slug is shown in Fig. 1.
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
